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Accessibility Features

» 6 fully accessible units (3 of each size, 2 on each floor)
» LULA - Limited Use, Limited Application - Lift

» Scooter storage has widened entry doors from the hallway and
outside

» Community garden planters are wheelchair and scooter
accessible
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Energy Efficiency Features

» Triple-glazed windows
» Additional thermal breaks around doors and windows

» Thickened insulation in walls and under slab between
foundation and floor

» Increased pipe insulation
» Allow for shades and awnings to south facade

» Allow for the future installation of solar panels on south fagade
by increasing the load bearing capacity of roof and walls
